MISSION AND GOALS

The goals of the Olympia CAT Campaign are as follows:

· To make Olympia a Caterpillar Free Zone.

· To guarantee, through the adoption of a strong socially responsible investment policy, that The Evergreen State College Foundation does not profit from human rights abuses perpetrated by Caterpillar, Inc in the Occupied Territories.

· To educate communities about corporate responsibility and human rights abuses in Israel/Palestine.
